Eton College Debates 

This week Eton College debaters returned to Cox Green 
School for another session of debating.

about how the market economy can be utilised to address  
climate change and whether this is the best method of doing so. An alternative motion was also considered which 
was "The Central Bank should be controlled by the  
political party in power." which led to a discussion of the importance of stability and impartiality in the financial 
system. A very good session for all.
